Concert Band Students:
® Arrive in Concert Uniforms to SCHS by 8:30am
® Percussion and large instruments load on truck by 8:45am
o Small Instruments and Music Folders will go on busses

Busses depart by 9:15am

Arrive to Clarkston High School at approximately 10:00am

Proceed to Coat Room.

ABSOLUTELY NO PLAYING is permitted in any areas other than warm-up, stage, and sightreading areas!

Students with large instruments and percussionists will proceed down to loading area to help unload

instruments into assigned hallway storage area.

We will reconvene in coat room area until our appointed warm-up time.

e At ~10:30AM, we will be directed to our warm-up room, where we will tune and warm-up together. All
students must have their music and their instruments, with the exception of percussion who will be led
down back down to our storage area before the rest of the band.

e We will take the stage at ~11:10am, scheduled to perform at 11:20am.

After performing, we will proceed to the sight-reading room.

e Immediately after sight-reading, students will head back to put instruments away, either in cases in our coat
room, or back to our hallway storage area.

® Once all large instruments have been put back in our hallway storage and all students have their music,

coats, and small instruments, busses will head back to SCHS. (~12:30pm)
e Busses will return to SCHS at ~1:10pm.

Symphony Band & Wind Ensemble Students:

If you are a percussionist or play a large instrument, you MUST have any equipment specific to you set aside in the
band room for loading by Friday after school. If it is not set aside to be loaded in the morning, it will not go on the
truck. All instruments/equipment will be transported to CHS early Saturday morning.

Anyone wishing to drive themselves/have families travel together to CHS may do so, provided they give specific
written permission to Mrs. Staniszewski ahead of time. Written permission MUST be turned in by Friday, March 13th
in order to provide accurate information to our chaperones. If written permission is not given, it will be assumed
students will be traveling via bus.

Symphony Band:

SB Percussionists and students with large instruments will proceed down to loading dock area to retrieve
instruments, and verify that we have all necessary equipment.

At ~1:30PM, Symphony Band will be directed to our warm-up room, where we will tune and warm-up
together. All students must have their music and their instruments, with the exception of percussion who
will be led down back down to our storage area before the rest of the band.

We will take the stage at ~2:00pm, scheduled to perform at 2:10pm.

After performing, we will proceed to the sight-reading room.

Immediately after sight-reading, students will head back to put instruments away in cases in our coat room.
Percussion and large instruments will need to put instruments back in our appointed storage area.
Symphony Band students taking the bus will have the opportunity to buy concessions and use the rest rooms
before returning to the auditorium to listen to other performing ensembles. Bus will depart at 5:45pm.

SB students needing to leave before the bus departs back to SCHS will need to check out with one of our bus
chaperones before departing.

Wind Ensemble:

We will meet in our coat room at 3:30pm. WE students arriving by bus may drop off their coats, small
instruments, and music into our appointed cloak room, and should proceed to the auditorium to listen to
performing ensembles before reconvening in our cloak room at 3:30pm.

WE Percussionists and students with large instruments will proceed down to loading dock area to retrieve
instruments, and verify that we have all necessary equipment.

At ~4:00PM, Wind Ensemble will be directed to our warm-up room, where we will tune and warm-up
together. All students must have their music and their instruments, with the exception of percussion who
will be led down back down to our storage area before the rest of the band.

We will take the stage at ~4:25pm, scheduled to perform at 4:35pm.

After performing, we will proceed to the sight-reading room.

After sight-reading, all percussionists and students with large instruments will need to return to the loading
area to help load our truck.

Bus will depart back for SCHS at 5:45pm.

Upon returning to SCHS:

Busses will return ~6:30pm.
All percussionists and students with large instruments must help unload the truck and put equipment away
before departing for the evening.
